01 Programme Overview

This summer programme aims to enable
secondary school students from Hong
Kong, China and abroad to explore both
the challenge and pleasure of studying
architecture. The programme provides an
opportunity for enrolled learners to
unleash their creative potential through
art, design and architecture.

Explore how to See, Make and
Experience Architecture

During the two-week summer programme,
students will learn to see the significance
of architecture by participating in various
activities offered by professors from the
School of Architecture. Students will
explore the fun of design by transforming
a concept into three-dimensional spaces.

Architecture will be experienced through
guided field trips to significant local
buildings and professional architectural
offices. Students will be tutored by studio
professors and teaching assistants to
develop their individual design projects.

Periodic "design reviews” are scheduled
where students present their work in front
of others. These events provide an
opportunity for feedback and advice from
the studio professor and design
professionals. The combination of studio,
workshops, lectures and field trips
presents an introduction to different
aspects of architecture and how it is
practiced today.

It is an informal dialogue which
occurs on a daily basis, where the majority

06 Application Requirements

Eligibility

Senior secondary school students AND
aged 16 or above with no prior art and
design experience required.

Deadline

Application deadline is 31 May 2025 (local
students) / 30 April 2025 (non-local
students who need a study visa)

Fee

Tuition fee for AEP 2025 is HK$14,500
(early bird application: HK$13,000 by 15
April 2025). The fee includes design tool
set, access to studio and its ancillary
facilities.

Housing

Optional on-campus housing is available
to both local and international students
with an additional fee.

Refund Policy

1. Accommodation fee and visa
application fee is not refundable.

2. Programme withdrawal requests
should be sent to
aep@arch.cuhk.edu.hk as early as
possible so that your place can be given
to applicants on the waiting list. 50% of
the programme fee will be refunded if
we receive a written withdrawal request
with a valid reason by 15 June 2025. No
refund will be made for requests
received after this date.

3. No refund or reduction of
programme fee, accommaodation fee, or
visa application fee will be made to late
arrival to the programme, dropout, or
dismissal from the programme due to
violation of programme regulations.

Prof. Sebastian Law Scholarship

A scholarship is available for college-
bound secondary school students with
an expressed interest in pursuing higher
education in architecture or related
fields. Applicant must be of excellent
academic and ethical standing; a
permanent Hong Kong resident; and
currently receiving full grant/half grant of
School Textbook Assistance Scheme.
Higher priority will be given to those with
an excellent portfolio or a record of
community service.

AEP Scholarship

The AEP Scholarship is designed for
non-local students who have a strong
interest in pursuing further studies in
architecture. This scholarship covers the
full tuition fee of the programme. To be
eligible, applicants must have an
excellent academic record; and meet
the requirements for entry to study in
Hong Kong (check here). Priority will be
given to applicants with an outstanding
portfolio.

07 Frequently Asked Questions

Is AEP 2025 taking place online or
in-person?

The majority of the learning experiences
for AEP 2025 will be in person. A portion
of the course may involve engaging with
professionals outside of Hong Kong which
will take place online.

| do not have any experience in art or
design. Can I still enroll?

You do not need any prior experience in
or have studied art or design to participate
in the Architecture Explorer Programme.

| am an overseas student. May | apply to
the Architecture Explorer Programme?

Yes, however, the application deadline for
non-local residents is 30 April 2025.
Mainland and international students are
required to obtain a visa/entry permit to
study in Hong Kong.

Please note that if the applicant is under
the age of 18, one of the applicant’s
parents should authorize his/her
relative/friend in Hong Kong to be the
guardian of the applicant. A consent letter
duly signed by both the guardian and one
of the applicant's parents should be
produced. The authorized guardian is
required to provide a Hong Kong ID card

copy.
CUHK School of Architecture WILL NOT

be responsible for serving as the student’s
guardian.

What equipment and/or materials will |
need to bring?

All enrolled students in the Architecture
Explorer Programme will be provided
with a basic tool set and supplies. Any
additional materials may be purchased
at the University supply store across
from the School of Architecture.
Students will be provided with their own
studio workspace.

Are there any specific engineering or
math skills required? Do | need to know
design or architectural computer
software skills?

Students who would like to enroll in the
Architecture Explorer Programme are
not required to have specific skills
beyond basic math, English and
computer literacy.

What should | expect at the end of the
programme?

The Architecture Explorer Programme
culminates in a portfolio that can
potentially be used to apply for a
university level architecture programme.
